Sumitomo Mitsui experimented with ILM 

solutions, a method to move old data to secondary storage, but we were not satisfied 

with the results.  “The ILM system was too expensive and it was too difficult to move 

data automatically without users’ cooperation,” said Mikinori Senba, assistant-section 

chief of the IT Solution department. 

 

Sumitomo chose the Storwize STN-6000 capacity optimization solution which created 

immediate savings.  The cost of the Storwize solution was about half the cost of purchasing 

additional capacity and eliminated the need for additional rack space in the data center.

6000 is more effective in operational costs and we also found that the load on storage was 

decreased by using the Storwize solution,” said Mr. Senba.
